Greater Bendigo City Council says “NO” to violence against women. Violence against women is an abuse of human rights and its presence diminishes all members of our community.

Violence against women includes any act of gender based violence that results in, or is likely to result in, physical, sexual or psychological harm of suffering to women, including threats  of such acts, coercion, or arbitrary deprivation of liberty, whether occurring in public or in private life (United Nation’s Declaration on the Elimination of Violence Against Women, 1993).

The City of Greater Bendigo will work to ensure that violence against women is not tolerated and is reduced by acting in ways to:

· Support individuals

· Support families

· Challenge and change community attitudes

· Support and recognise the role of men as part of the solution
To do this the City of Greater Bendigo will:
· Promote and support White Ribbon Day annually.

· Continue to support and participate in the Bendigo Safe Community Forum.

· Partner a process with the Bendigo Safe Community Forum to develop a Strategic approach in Violence Prevention for the City of Greater Bendigo (building on the GLOVE Project)
· Develop a strategic approach for the City of Greater Bendigo's role in Violence Prevention including Preventing of Violence against Women.
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
