Phil Cooper
Chairperson, North and West Metropolitan Indigenous Family Violence Regional Action Group and Co-chair of the Victorian NAIDOC Committee

Phil Cooper currently works as a Community Development Officer at the Victorian Aboriginal Community Service Association Limited (VACSAL).  Phil is a descendent of the YORTA YORTA; with his country straddling the Victorian and New South Wales banks of the Murray River centred on Echuca and Moama.

Phil has worked in Aboriginal Affairs for over 34 years in a diversity of roles and within a number of community based organisations. His experience within Aboriginal communities reinforces his belief that utilisation of peoples experience, knowledge, wisdom and skills needs to be included in processes, so as to not alienate or disenfranchise other people or groups within the community.

Phil has been the Chairperson of the Victorian NAIDOC Committee since 2003.

He is highly regarded as the Chair of the Indigenous Family Violence Regional Action Group, a member of the Indigneous Family Violence Partnership Forum and of the Integrated Family Violence Statewide Advisory Committee and a White Ribbon Ambassador.

Phil’s other community involvement includes membership of the Victorian Aboriginal Education Association Inc, a founding member of the Institute of Koorie Education at Deakin University, Chairperson of Victorian Aboriginal Legal Service, a founding member of the Victorian Aboriginal Child Care Agency and a member of the National Aboriginal Deaths in Custody Committee.

Hon. Maxine Morand

Maxine Morand MP - Minister for Women’s Affairs, and Minister for Children and Early Childhood Development

MLA for State Electorate of Mount Waverly

Maxine was a health professional prior to being elected to Parliament in 2002.  Maxine trained as a general nurse and specialised in renal nursing, then spent five years as a Victorian Transplant Coordinator.

Following the election of the Bracks Government in 1999, Maxine was appointed as an advisor to then Minister for Health.  In 2007 Maxine was appointed as Minister for Children and Early Childhood Development, and Minister for Women's Affairs, in the Brumby Government.  Since this time, she has overseen and driven significant legislative, policy and program reforms.  

Brad Johnson – Captain of Western Bulldogs Football Club 

The skipper battled through niggling injuries last season to top the Bulldogs’ goal kicking (50),take the most marks inside 50 (57) and rack up the second highest number of kicks (331).Ever the professional, Johnson impressed with his defensive pressure up forward, and his match-winning effort in his 300th game against Adelaide in round one will long be remembered. May not dominate as he used to, but his leadership remains crucial.

Brad enjoys his media commitments and has become a character of the game off the field. Brad has regular segments on Mix 101.1 and The Today Show, he has appeared on numerous football shows including Channel 9’s ‘The Footy Show’ & ‘Sunday Footy Show’, Fox Sports ‘On The Couch’ & ‘White Line Fever’, Channel 10’s ‘Before the Game’, Channel7’s ‘AFL Game Day’ and more… In 2009 Johnson will again appear in a range of media outlets.

Jen – survivor advocate

Jen, is a professional, single mother, who has lived in the Northern Suburbs for the last 14 years.  Having left an abusive relationship 2 and a half years ago Jen is now feeling very optimistic about creating a new life for herself and her young family.  Jen is grateful for the support she received from the police and the Heidleberg Magistrate's court and is gradually re-building her connections back into the wider community.

Jen has been part of the Women's Domestic Crisis Advocacy program for the last 2 years and is here today to speak about her experience and how we as communities can support and respond women and children facing FV.
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
